A
number of individuals spoke regard-
ing the case. Those who spoke in
opposition included Kim Silhan, John
Hendricks, Theresa Perdy, Patrick
Murphy and Ron Neises. Margaret
High also spoke identifying herself as
a friend of the applicants. She said she
had no fear of the applicant’s dogs or
any fear of the dogs being around her
children. Planning Commission
Chairman Bruce Weber was present
and provided details and information
regarding the case when it was initial-
ly heard. A number of concerns were
expressed and several topics dis-
cussed during the public comment
portion of today’s meeting. Among
the concerns expressed and topics
covered were safety, zoning require-
ments relating to screening, site plans,
the inspection process if a complaint
is received, land use, and what infor-
mation the Planning Commission had
available when making their decision.
After lengthy discussion, the
Commission voted to deny Zoning
Case No. 34PC-09. Bristor read
Kansas Statute 12-760 that provides
an appeal process through District
Court.

The fifth case heard was No.
38PC-09. The application was by
Konecny Family Revocable Trust,
owner, Donald G. Konecny, trustee.
The purpose was to Short Form plat
one A-1 Agricultural District tract
consisting of 31 acres more or less to
be known as the Konecny Second
Addition. The location is 50th Avenue

North and Conway Springs Road.
Bristor reported the Planning
Commission, with 10 members pre-
sent, recommended approval provid-
ing the K.D.O.T. right-of-way is cor-
rected. Bristor advised that the right-
of-way issue has been resolved. The
Commission adopted Resolution
2009-61 approving Case No. 38PC-
09.

The last case heard was No. 30PC-
09. The purpose of the case was to
update the Sign Regulations to add
several types of signs that were not
previously included. L.E.D. signs,
electronic messaging signs, project
signs, and monument signs are just
some of the additions to the regula-
tions. Bristor reported no opposition
or concern at the Planning
Commission hearing. The Planning
Commission, with seven members
present, recommended approval. The
Commission adopted Resolution
2009-62 approving Case No. 30PC-
09.

Emergency Management Director
James Fair and Assistant Director
Chris Ball met with the Commission.
Fair requested an executive session to
discuss non-elected personnel.
