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City of Hays reaches impasse with three union

After months of negotiat-
ing, the city of Hays has
declared an impasse with its
three local labor unions: Ser-
vice Employees International
Unions, Fraternal Order of
Police and International As-
sociation of Firefighters.

The parties have been un-
able to reach an agreement
regarding wages and health
insurance, which are the two
contract sections open for
negotiation.

The city is facing dwindling
resources resulting from a
nearly 5-percent drop in sales
tax collection and relatively
static valuation numbers. In
the meantime, the cost of
providing health insurance has
escalated dramatically, City

Manager Toby Dougherty
said.

“I’'m a little disappointed in
our bargaining units,” Dough-

contributions. In previous
years, the city provided full
coverage, and annual wage
increases have been given
since 1989,

Health insurance has been

the biggest hang-up, at least
for the Service Employees In-
ternational Unions Local 513.
Those employees have agreed
to a wage freeze, but oppose
the health insurance cap,

said Harold Schlechtweg, the

union’s business representative.
