"We hope your spirit will
help us to never forget the
sacrifices they made,"
prayed Rick Hamelund,
police chaplain.

Deputy Chief Curt
Zieman went on to talk
about the events that
day.

"I think we all re-
member where we were
at and what we were
doing when the events
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transpired Sept. 11," he
said.

He said as he watched

the events unfold on tele-
vision that day, he had a
sick feeling in his stom-
ach and couldn't imagine
what those involved were
feeling.

Zieman then gave a
timeline of the attack.

In the attacks, approx-
imately 3,120 innocent

people lost their lives, in-
cluding 60 police officers
and 343 firefighters.

Sgt. Jeff Myers then
lowered the flag to half
staff | and  Firefighter
Jason|Brown rang the bell
in remembrance of the
emergency  personnel
who lgst their lives.

Hamelund then closed
the sefvice with a prayer,
thanking those for their
sacrifices and asking for
blessings and protection
for the families.

BURRTON - The inaugural Burrton
Fall Festival, scheduled for Saturday,
Sept. 26, will pay homage to the past and
celebrate the present.

The theme, Burrton’s 1909 Fall Festival,
will feature a variety of activities, from
sheep shearing and weaving to a bonafide
chuckwagon dinner. The Burrton
Community Development Committee is
putting the festival together.

The focus of the festival will be the
fledgling Burrton Historical Museum and
Burrton Armed Forces personnel (both
veterans and those currently serving).
American Legion riders from across the
state will bring donations to be sent over-
seas to U.S. troops.

Several activities, including a 50-50 raf-
fle, will focus on raising funds to bring a
permanent museum to Burrton to show-
case the heritage of Harvey County’s old-
est city.

Food will be available beginning with
the popular Lions Club Pancake
Breakfast. Breakfast will be served from 8
a.m. to 10 a.m. Beginning at 11 am., a
variety food booths will line Burrton
Avenue.

The chuckwagon dinner of stew, bis-
cuits, and dessert will be served in front of

Southwest & Associates. Sponsored by
Fall Creek Ranch of Caldwell, the dinner
will be served starting at 4 p.m. with pro-
ceeds to be used for development of the
Burrton Historical Museum. Tickets will
be required and are available through
City Hall and the Senior Center. A limited
number of tickets will be available the day
of the Festival.

The Ruth Dole Memorial Library will
celebrate its 80th year of service to the
community, and will also host a presenta-

tion of Burrton Historical news by the
Harvey County Independent and a dis-
play of local artifacts. destined for the
Burrton Historic Museum.

A centerpiece of the festival will be a
parade at 1 p.m. About 50 entries, includ-
ing local emergency vehicles, E1 Dorado
Saddle Club, American Legion Riders,
Burrton Junior and Senior High School
Marching band, and numerous local
organizations will participate in the
parade.

Throughout the day, various booths will
line Burrton Avenue, while various
crafters will setup in the Burrton City
Auditorium. Sidewalk booths will include
Bethel College, a flower shop, a black-
smith shop, portrait sketches, face paint-
ing, and the Harvey County Historical
Museum.

Other activities include a dog show
(sponsored by Newton Medical Center)
and an old-fashioned Ice Cream Parlor in
the JC Cliff & Ruth Dole Senior Center.

An activity planned for kids is the
County Safety Smoke House on Burrton
Avenue, hosted by the Halstead Fire
Department.

Plans are also in the works for & Gar
show sponsored in part by McPherson
College. Participants will also have a
chance to visit the Burrton Jail in the
basement of the City Auditorium.

The afternoon will feature a variety of
musical activities in the JC and Ruth Dole
Memorial Park next to the Library.
While the line-up is still not complete, it
will feature the Men In Harmony Barber
Shop Chorus. The music festivities will
conclude in the evening with a perform-
ance by the Medora Strings.
